Outdoor Storage and Waste Disposal

All outdoor storage, including, but not limited to, storage facilities forbuilding
materials, raw materials, equipment, scrap, trash, and products shall be enclosed
by fences, walls and/or landscaping which conceal such facilities from the South
Platte Park, Wolhurst Landing, South Santa Fe Drive and interior streets, as
viewed from ground level.

No materials or wastes shall be deposited upon a lot in a form or manner that
natural causes or forces may move them off the lot.

All materials or wastes which might cause fumes or dust; which constitute a fire
hazard; or which may be edible or otherwise attractive to rodents or insects,
may be stored outside only if located in closed containers.

No toxic, corrosive, flammable or explosive liquids, fuel, solids or gases shall be
stored in bulk above ground, except as provided in the uniform Fire Code
adopted in Title 5, Chapter 2 of the City Code.

Storage of fuel directly connected to heating devised or appliances located on
the same lot shall be governed by the Uniform Fire Code adopted in Title 5,
Chapter 2 of the City Code.

Loading and Services Areas

The purpose of this loading and service area requirement is to provide for the
design of these areas in a functional and aesthetically pleasing manner. The
guidelines are as follows:

Where possible truck loading docks shall be screened by wall, fencing, landscaping
and/or berming to reduce visibility from the South Platte Park, Wolhurst Landing
and South Santa Fe Drive, as viewed from ground level.

Such screening shall be treated as an extension of the building’s architecture
and landscape architecture.

Loading and servicing areas shall be designed so that the loading/unloading
activity is conducted within the confines of the building site.

The rears (west side) of Building B, C & D and west side of Building G shall
receive a greater attention to design detail and architectural treatment during
the final development plan phase. This is being required to ensure that the
rears and sides of these buildings are detailed sufficient to incorporate similar
architectural treatments used elsewhere thereby providing a cohesive exterior
appearance in these areas.

Signage

Signs shall be controlled by City of Littleton sign code regulations or by a
planned sign program approved as part of the Final Planned Development Plan
approval.

Temporary Structures

Temporary Structures, including tents and fences, shall be allowed for
occasional or seasonal retail sales and marketing, recreation, entertainment,
charitable and other events as allowed under Section 5 of this plan.

Temporary Structures shall otherwise be regulated in accordance with
applicable City ordinances.

Landscaping
Intent

Landscaping should unify the building and its site and adjacent development
areas. The emphasis shall be on the landscaping of the project as a single
entity, not on small—scale individually landscaped areas. A landscape architect
must design the landscaping.

Landscaping should be used to assist in buffering surface parking and
mechanical and service areas; to soften structures; and to screen utility
facilities such as transformers, switch cabinets and meters.

South Platte Park landscape buffer (see Sheets #3 and #4 of the original PD
Documents entitled "South Platte Park Landscape Buffer for Newton Property”
for more detail and Sheet 7 of this plan for revisions).

A landscape buffer shall be installed parallel to that portion of the developed
property which abuts the existing South Platte Park. If no additional land is
acquired for open space and/or recreation purposes, the edge treatment in
Planning Area B shall include the establishment of a drainage swale.

The landscape buffer shall be designed to provide a friendly but actual barrier
between the park and adjacent private property.
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Species diversity will be an important aspect of plant selection in order to
prevent landscape eradication due to a single species disease event; prevent loss
of buffer effectiveness due to the slow or totally ineffective adaptation to the
environment of a single species; and to promote a variety of height, color, and
surfaces within the confines of the landscape buffer. The species selected will be
as native as possible in order that any reproduction that occurs in the park will
not introduce foreign species to the park environment, however evergreens must
be included. The developer of the site and the City of Littleton staff shall
mutually agree upon the plant types and amount of materials to be used after
consultation with South Suburban Park and Recreation District staff. Temporary
irrigation shall be provided where needed.

The landscape buffer shall include a three rail, split rail fence on or near the
property boundary.

The width of the landscape buffer will be varied and wavy (non—uniform) to
promote a natural appearance over time.

Final design of the landscape buffer shall be mutually agreed to by
representatives of the City of Littleton and the owner.

For purposes of installation phasing, the property in Planning Areas B and F
abutting the South Platte Park shall be divided into four segments. The
landscape buffer shall be installed in a particular segment by the time the
construction of the first building is completed within that segment.

The landscape buffer shall be maintained by an established property owners
association or other entity or entities, owner or owners with landscape
maintenance capabilities or by the abutting property owners governed by
requirements established by a property owners association or other entity or
entities, owner or owners with landscape maintenance capabilities. If residential
use, an HOA and covenants will be established to maintain the landscape buffer
and all other common open space areas within the subject parcel.

Major street edges

There shall be a landscape edge along South Santa Fe Drive. This edge shal
have a width of at least 30 feet measured from the edge of the road
improvements at the time the landscaping is installed.

Along the edges of all interior streets or in tree lawns with detached walks an
average of one (1) tree for each forty (40) lineal feet of roadway shall be
planted. The trees may be clustered. The trees to be planted along these
street edges shall be at least six (6) feet tall, if conifers; two (2) inches in
caliper, if non ornamental deciduous; or one and one—half (1-%) inches in
caliper, if ornamental deciduous.

Fences
Fences shall be regulated in accordance with the City of Littleton Zoning
Ordinance.

RTD Park and Ride
Landscaping abutting the RTD Park and Ride site shall be designed to
encourage the flow of pedestrians to and from the site.

Berming
Berming shall be encouraged to be used as an integral part of landscape
features when soil for such berming is available.

Wolhurst Edge

The unobstructed open space located between Wolhurst Landing and buildings
on the Newton property shall be landscaped in a manner to blend the property
with adjacent areas and shall generally consist of the use of native plant
materials and material landscaping features approved by the City of Littleton.
The landscaping shall be appropriately irrigated. Maintenance of the landscaping
shall be the responsibility of either the owner of the building on the Newton
property next to the specific area of unobstructed open space of a property
owners association or other entity or entities, owner or owners with landscape
maintenance capabilities.

Noise, Vibrations, and Emissions

Noise: Any noise produced on the site shall be subject to limitations as per
Title 7, Chapter 3 of the City Code.

Vibration Generated: Every use shall be operated in a manner so that any
recurring ground vibration generated is not generally perceptible, without
instruments, at any point beyond the boundary line of the lot on which the
use is located.

Emission of Glare: Every use shall be operated in a manner so that obnoxious
or dangerous glare is not emitted from any controllable source beyond any
boundary line of the lot on which the use is located.

Emission of Heat, Odor, Air Pollution, Toxic Gases and Radiation: Every use
shall be operated in a manner so that no heat; odor; smoke; air pollution;
toxic, noxious or corrosive fumes of gases; radiation; or other toxic, noxious or
corrosive matter is emitted from any source beyond any boundary line of the
lot on which the use is located.

South Platte Park Non vehicular Access, restrictions and other improvements

Access to the South Platte Park will be restricted to specific access points
mutually agreed to by the landowner and the City of Littleton in compliance
with the master plan for the South Platte Park.

The No—Build Area (see Sheet 5) along the south edge of Areas F & H, shall
restrict any buildings or structures, but may contain landscaping, walks, and
other amenities and shall contain an entry monument feature for Carson Nature
Center per agreement between the Developer and South Suburban Parks and Rec
District (SSPRD).

Covenants for any residential use shall require that dogs be on leashes at all
times outdoors and that cats shall be kept indoors at all times.

Multiple Structures

Multiple structures shall be permitted on individual lots. When multiple
structures are planned as part of a single ownership or project, they should
be designed in a coordinated architectural and spatial manner.

Streets and Intersections

Street and Intersection Locations

Internal street locations, access points into Parcels F, I, H, & J, and the
location of the proposed South Santa Fe Drive intersections are approximate.
Final locations for such facilities will be finalized in the Final Site Plan/Final
Plat process as applicable.

Street to Carson Nature Center (West Carson Drive)

The street to the Carson Nature Center from the proposed South Platte
Parkway shall be planned and approved to meet the following requirements:
minimum width of right—of—way: 29 feet w/10" road purposes/utility easements
for both sides of the street.

minimum street improvement width:

29’ Back of curb to back of curb

28’ Flowline to flowline

Main Entrance from US 85 (West Aspen Grove Way)

The street into the development from US 85 shall be planned and approved to
meet the following requirements:

minimum width of right—or—way: 41 feet w/10’ road purposes/utility easements
for sides of the street.

minimum street improvements width:

41’ Back of curb to back or curb

40’ Flowline to flowline

Platte River Parkway Extension (South Platte River Parkway)

The extension of Platte River Parkway shall be planned and approved to meet
the following requirements:

minimum width of right—of—way: 41 feet w/10° road purposes/utility easements
for both sides of the street.

Minimum street improvement width:

41’ Back of curb to back or curb

40’ Flowline to flowline

e) Street to Wolhurst Landing Subdivision (South Bryant Street)
The street to the Wolhurst Landing Subdivision from the shopping center

entrance shall be planned and approved to meet the following requirements:

1) minimum width of right—of—way: 31 feet w/10’ road purposes/utility
easements for both sides of the street.

2)  Minimum street improvement width:
31" Back of curb to back or curb
30’ Flowline to flowline
